As a result of the meeting with neighbors, Mr. Michael Junghans, PE provided a Power Point presentation (exhibit A3) reviewing all resident’s concerns that the applicant is willing to agree to address. Mr. Junghans stated that the applicant would video inspect and clean the downstream drainage system, clean the state open waters within the subject property, repair all sections of the damaged chain link fence along the rear of the adjacent residential properties, selectively remove dead trees, video inspect and clean outfall pipes that discharge into the state open waters and repair check valves and to provide cross-sections to verify that the proposed improvements will not reduce available storm water runoff storage,
A motion was offered by Commissioner Campilango and seconded by Commissioner Festa to open the public portion of the meeting in regards to the meeting that took place on April 23, 2013.

Mr. Junghans then provided responses to the Planning Board Engineer’s review letter regarding:
· The applicant will coordinate with Emergency Services regarding access to the generators in the front yard.
· The generator service drive will be connected to the northerly-proposed driveway.
· The proposed location of the proposed fence will be revised to be 25’ from the right-of-way line, eliminating a waiver condition.
· All overhead utilities will be rerouted underground

· Tree Removal plan will be submitted prior to issuance of permits

· Revised Storm water Management calculations will be submitted in accordance with the Planning Board Engineer comments.
· The geotechnical report will be revised to eliminate conflicting language regarding seasonal water elevations in the vicinity of the proposed detention basin.
· The proposed driveway accesses and turn lanes within Union Boulevard will be subject to County jurisdiction

· Meetings will be scheduled with the Planning Board Engineer, and representatives of the Borough Sewer and Water Departments to review the water and sanitary sewer requirements for the application and the impact on Borough facilities.
Mr. Jeffrey Pencek, Architect discussed design and construction of Building 1 and Building 2. He also discussed elevations and provided samples of the proposed building exterior and screening. Mr. Pencek also discussed the proposed screening of all the generators around the buildings. Mr. Walter Greaney provided additional testimony regarding the business operations.
