Certificate of Use 

Mr. Calvin Trevenen, Attorney, Mr. Thomas Ciampi, Partner and John Guadinaldi, Architect appeared requesting approval for occupancy of approximately 4,320 sq. ft. of space as a day spa, personal training facility, and skin care clinic.
Mr. Ciampi testified as to the nature of the business. He has been in the spa business for approximately 10 years. The business caters to women’s self-improvement utilizing saunas, therapeutic massage, light workout equipment for personal training, and makeup in a relaxing environment. There will be approximately 10 to 12 clients per day and the anticipated hours of operation will be Monday thru Saturday from 7:30am to 9:00pm and Sunday from 7:30am to 6:00pm. There will be three to six employees. All therapists will be certified/licensed by the required agencies both state and local and all certifications/licenses will be provided and maintained. Parking is shared with all tenants of the complex. Mr. Ciampi stated that all existing signs (2 freestanding and 1 building) would have a text change only. He also indicated that he is requesting one additional 10’ sign be installed on the westerly side of the building. A design waiver is required. 
Mr. John Guadinaldi, Architect, testified as to the proposed space and the layout of the spa ensuring the proper flow for the business and patrons. 
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A motion was offered by Commissioner Campilango and seconded by Commissioner Festa to approve the application for occupancy as presented. This approval is subject to and contingent upon the following conditions and will be memorialized in a Resolution at a future date:

1. The construction of internal partitions, exits, entrances and fire safety devices are subject to and require the approval of the fire sub-code official, the fire inspector and the building inspector.
2. The applicant will supply the Chief of Police with an emergency contact list and will also obtain the approval of the Police Chief in regards to all alarms and security devices
3. There will be no outside storage of materials.
4. All Massage/Therapist’s license/certification shall be obtained and kept current.

5. The applicant stipulates that they will comply with the Boro Massage Ordinance.

6. Three existing signs will have a text change only- 2 free standing and 1 building sign. 
7. A Design Waiver is granted for an additional 10’ sign to be installed on the westerly side of the building. All signs will meet the Boro Sign Ordinance.
